Articles and pictures may be printed as well as 
emailed.  A younger “Kids” module is available as well.

This site, offered free to schools by the NH State Library, offers 
access to thousands of magazines, newspapers, and profes-
sional journals, many with the full-text of the articles.  The 
“Searchasaurus” module is designed for use by younger,  
elementary aged students and includes articles from many  
children’s magazines.  NovelList is a reader’s advisory  
database for both children, teens and adults.
