1. Discuss importance of research process

2. Assign jobs – waiter/waitress, customer, chef and chef’s assistant – to be demonstrated in role play.

3. Customers are given menus with research subjects. They choose topic and place order with waiter/waitress who writes subject down and gives it to the chef. The chef researches the subject on OPAC and writes down the title and call number of the book they think is the best choice. They give their result to their assistant who finds the book on the shelf. The book is placed on the tray to be served to the customer. The customer will write the subject they chose on a 9”x12” placemat, then write one thing they know about the subject and one thing they want to learn about it. They will illustrate the subject if time allows. (to be out in binder for future reference)
4. Roles are traded out once. Same process will be repeated in another library visit later this year.
5. Check out books.
