West Side Story writer Martha
Gellhorn wrote to Leonard Bernstein, one of the creators behind West Side
Story. This is a part of that letter:

Yes surely in the year 2005
much has changed...or has it? The H-Bomb tests are history,

and I suppose we can debate whether the “atmosphere of the world” is
“steadily more and more irrevocably poisoned?” Hatred, intolerance and
doom, however, remain the inheritance of each young generation. As we
applaud the hard work of this generation of young students, let us hope that
someday a generation of young people will inherit a world free of such
strife and violence and that their world might mirror Stephen Sondeim’s
words:

But what stays in my mind, as the very picture of terror, is the scene in the
drug store, when the Jets sing a song called "Keep Cool, Man." I think I
have never heard or seen anything more frightening. (It goes without
saying that I think the music so brilliant I have no words to use for it.) I
found that a sort of indicator of madness: the mad obsession with nothing,
the nerves insanely and constantly stretched--with no way to rest, no place
to go; the emptiness of the undirected minds, whose only occupation could
be violence and a terrible macabre play-acting. If a man can be nothing, he
can pretend to be a hoodlum and feel like a somebody. I couldn't breathe,
watching and hearing that; it looks to me like doom, as much as these
repeated H-bomb tests, with the atmosphere of the world steadily more and
more irrevocably poisoned. I think that drug store and the H-bomb tests are
of the same family.

What now baffles me is that all the reviews, and everyone who has seen the
show, has not talked of this and this only: the mirror held up to nature, and

nature. I do not feel anything to be exaggerated or falsified; we
accept that art renders beautiful, and refines the shapeless raw material of
life. The music and the dancing, the plan, the allegory of the story do that;
but nature is there, in strength; and surely this musical tragedy is a
warning. . . .
